CALL TO ORDER: K. Buckley called the meeting to order at 7:00 and introduced the

members present.

OLD BUSINESS

1) Working Session: PZC Goals 2011/Priorities-Continued Discussion

M. Chinatti presented the Commission with a spreadsheet organizing the tasks,
time frame for completion, status, priority, and notes, (See File copy). She stated
most of the technology goals are or will be met in the near future. Most of the
resource protection needs to be prioritized by the Commission.
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K. Buckley asked the members to go over the list and decide if any of the tasks
that are not identified for consideration to be prioritized should be. She
explained that in the past members would take the list home and come back
with what they think should be priority tasks.

D. Bingham thought the Town Planner should be the one to prioritize the tasks.
He stated that with so many new members they may not know some of the time
issues associated with each goal.

K. Buckley stated that the rating would go from the number one as the highest
priority.

G. Fogarty comment on the task relating to bike and pedestrian paths, (Walkable
Communities). She questioned whether Planning and Zoning had any authority
to discuss with Public Works when they were updating roads and if they could
request a bike lane be considered while working on the roads.

M. Chinatti thought it was a planning function.

K. Buckley pointed out this objective is in the Municipal Land Use Plan and is
proposed in the Plan of Conservation of Development.

D. Bingham stated that some towns are very active in their planning functions
and do consider how they want their town to look and function. He stated the
Commission rarely uses its planning powers. He thought looking at a map and
deciding which roads were used for biking, jogging, etc. and which would be
suitable for either signage or widening was a planning function.

K. Buckley stated this issue was not a factor in the near future because the next
road to be worked on was Rattlesnake Ledge Road which does not lend itself to a
bike lane or jogging/walking.

K. Buckley stated she was uneasy that the Commission has not addressed
Workforce Housing/Affordable Housing.

G. Fogarty stated that the task of prioritizing the Town Center Zone should be
included in the list of considerations. She stated a lot of work went into the
project and the Commission should deal with it one way or another. She would
like to see it considered for prioritization.

D. Bingham stated he thought the Walkable Communities/Bike Paths should be
included. It was the consensus of the Commission to add it for prioritization.
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There are 10 tasks the members were asked to prioritize for the next meeting,
they are:

Eightmile River Regs, APZ Overlay/Water Supply, Open Space Implementation,
Conservation Design Subdivision, Subdivision/Site plan process, Low Impact
Development, Rear Lots/Common Driveways, Impervious Surfaces-Town Wide,
Walkable Communities, Town Center Zone.

Discuss/Schedule Public Hearing For Zoning And Subdivision Regulation
Amendments Necessary Per FEMA Floodplain Map Updates.

M. Chinatti informed the Commission the Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRM) has
been updated. Diane Ifkovic from the CT DEP, who is coordinating for FEMA,
asked all towns for applicable flood plain regulations. Ms. Ifkovic then emailed
suggested/revised changes to those regulations. All proposed amendments
were made by FEMA.

M. Chinatti explained to the Commission that if the existing regulations are not
updated and adopted with an effective date of or before July 18, 2011 the Town
will be suspended for the National Flood Insurance Plan (NFIP). This was
explained in an email from Ms. Ifkovic, (See File Copy)

The Commission discussed how to inform residents of the new map and what
has been done so far to educate the residents of Salem. Maps are on the web

The Commission looked at the proposed changes on the Subdivision Regulations.

R. Amato asked if all home owners have to hire an engineer and do all the testing
required in 5.10.

M. Chinatti stated only if they are in a flood plain.

D. Bingham stated that most of the requirements are not new and already in the
existing regulations.

The Commission went over the proposed Zoning Regulations amendments page
by page.

Pages 1-3-no comment
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Page 4-D. Bingham commented on the changes to 3.13.5 in reference to the
campgrounds in town. M. Chinatti stated that the campers do not have to meet
these requirements unless they are proposing changes.

Page 6 new language was proposed and not included in the members copy. M.
Chinatti will provide this for the next meeting.
