S. NEW BUSINESS

Dodge Ball -

Nik Alevras and John Bradford discussed with the Commission information on a dodge ball league.
There is a National Dodge Ball Association which has a set of rules that are easy to follow. For
example: a hard surface is needed for play, no walls or netting is required; a rubber ball is used &
can be held for a certain amount of time; five to six people per court. A referee is recommended to
help keep control.

The Commission decided to try Adult Coed (25+) Dodge Ball on Sunday afternoons starting in
November through January. The time frame will be 4:00 to 6:00pm depending gym use. Waivers
will have to be signed by participants and sign in before play. Knee and elbow pads will be
recommended. A first aid kit will be provided for the league.

School Scheduling

forms so the part time janitor can be hired. The start date will be October 27 (Recreation pays for
the janitor for the Book Sale) and the end date will be April 20, 2013.

Zemko Property

be at the property.

The parking lot will start to be worked on by Public Works.
